	Mucor
	· Pathogenic rarely
· Systemic infections
	· Grow on sugar and starches

	Cryptococcus Neoformans
	· Infections
· Can progress to meningitis
· Target AIDS patients
	· Pigeon and chicken droppings
· Guano fertilizer

	Histoplasma Capslulatum
	· Infections
· TB – like lung disease
	· Soil containing bird and bat droppings

	Stachybotrys Chartarum
	· Debatable/health effects
· Fatigue, rashes, headache, nausea, coughing, diarrhea
	· Damp cellulose materials
· Greenish black appearance
· Water damaged areas
